	All foreign students must maintain overseas traveler's insurance which covers the insured for medical expenses incurred outside their home country to a minimum of USD10,000, and students are required to submit a copy of their insurance policy when staying at the dormitory. For those who do not have a proper insurance, PNU arranges them to purchase one and get discounted group rates. It costs approximately 150,000KRW per year. On-campus clinic provide simple clinic treatment.
